Grammar Lesson 5
NOUNS – Plurals Ending in –y & Tricky Nouns

A noun can be singular (one person, place, thing, or idea) or plural (more than one).  There are two rules for making a noun that ends with y plural.  For a noun that ends with a consonant + y, change the y  to i  and add es to the end.  For a noun that ends with a vowel + y, add an s to the end.
Example:  lady -> ladies

toy -> toys
